       Mayor Scholze called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM. 
 
 Mayor Scholze solicited comment on the budget as presented. 
 

             All members present had an opportunity to discuss the budget and an array of topics was 
discussed. Topics discussed included Floor Scrubber, Law Enforcement software, Insurance, Etc. 

 
 After discussion, Council member Martell made a motion to accept the proposed tax levy of $ 
295,583 and to provide a 1% increase in wages to the employees working more than 25 hours per 
week, and, in addition, the clerk was advised to reduce the budgeted expenditures in the General 
Fund by 1%.  The motion was seconded by Council member Vetsch and a roll call vote ensued with 
all Council members voting in favor except  for Mayor Scholze who cast the only dissenting vote. 
The motion was carried by majority vote. 
 
       There being no more business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:45 PM.
